
Beginning July 1, 2010, IRIS will be moving to an opt-out system, which means consent will no 
longer be required prior to enrolling patients in IRIS. This change is a result of Senate Bill 1335 
which passed during the 2010 legislative session. Patients that do not wish to be in IRIS will 
need to contact the IIP for removal. 

How will this information a�ect my patients?
 • IRIS will remain a secure voluntary immunization registry.
 • Electronic birth certificate information will go directly into IRIS.
 • Providers will no longer have to collect IRIS consent forms for patient 
   participation.
 • Historical immunization records should be entered into IRIS.
 • The IIP will assist providers with immunization data entry.
 • Patients can be deleted from IRIS by contacting the IIP. 
 • Most electronic health records software can to export to IRIS without additional 
   software development.
              • Providers must notify new patients of their entry into IRIS. 
  • If a parent or patient would like to delete an immunization record they will need   
    to contact the IIP.
